Parish Twinning 2008

St. Joseph the Worker  School:

Padrino Scholarships: 143 scholarships of  $30.   $10 goes for school 
supplies and $20 for uniforms and shoes.  The making of the uniforms provides 
a little employment for some of the mothers.


Bonus Program: In 2007 there was $600 left over in the padrino program.  


This year that $600 is being applied to additional $30 scholarships for 20 of the 
most needy children to help their families pay the $3 per month school tuition.

English Teacher Stipend: $150 per month for 12 months.  The 
government pays for one teacher for each grade but not for special teachers.  The 
school has to raise funds to pay for the four special teachers (English teacher, 
computer teacher, 3rd cycle math teacher, and physical education teacher) and 
administrative expenses.

Playground Project: Renewal and reconstruction of the playground for the 
smallest children.

Queen of Peace Parish Programs:


High School Scholarships: 22 scholarships of $335.  Half of the 
recipients come from St. Joseph the Worker and half from the parish at large. 


The program is administered by a committee from the parish.  This is the second 
year of the first three year cycle.  There are 11 new students this year.  We hope to 
have 12 additional students entering the program next year.


Grade School Scholarships: 23 scholarships of $90 for students in the 
parish at large who go to a variety of schools. Children range from kindergarten to 
9th grade.  This is the second year of this program.  12 children began in 2007 and 
continue in the program; 11 additional children began this year.


Gift to Parish: Annual gift to the parish from our Guadalupe door collection 
in December.  This year’s amount: $1347.
